It has come to my attention that the new style CL12 has an additional gusset on the inside of the carriage.  Based on it’s position, it is easy to get the equalizer cable on the incorrect side.  This will cause not only the gusset to be cut, but will fray the cable in very short order to the point of failure.  We have had a few such incidents.  Please be aware of this issue and consult the attached pictures so you know what to look for.  The diagram is the location on the lift.  Pictures are an actual issue. Note the additional cable slack on the front view.
